Zell am See has a beautiful, traditional town centre
which is traversed by a pedestrian zone and traffic-
calmed area. 

The town is very inviting when it comes to shopping in 
the local shops and outlets.

Every year tens of thousands of people go skiing or 
snowboarding. Unfortunately, that is not always without 
risk...

The majority of accidents are due to a crash, but are 
only 6.8% of ski accidents and 4.3% of snowboard
accidents caused by a collision with another person.

The peak of accidents usually occurs in the middle of 
the holiday week (usually on Wednesdays and 
Thursdays). Skiers and snowboarders then show greater
self-confidence than the first days and therefore start to 
take more risks.

Unfortunately, I have also experienced what it is like to 
suffer a serious (ankle) injury with snowboarding…….
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NEW YEARS EVENING
